Lord You are; “... the head of the body, the church:,...” who 
are; “...the beginning, the firstborn from the dead;

Col. 1:18KJV).  

For in You, Lord Jesus; “... dwelleth all the fulness of the
Godhead bodily.”(Col. 2:9KJV) You are; “...the head of all
principality and power:” (Col. 2:10KJV).  We pray that 
You would take Your rightful place in our lives, in our region,
in our land, in this world.
